	 As we begin the year with a study of 
the early Church and its approach to 
ReachinGOut, our first reading plan focuses 
on letters to several of the earliest Christian 
communities.  While many of the issues the 
early church faced are touched on in Acts, 
the letters greatly expand our understand-

ing of the Apostles teaching on key topics 
such as, grace, law, faith, works, worship, 
evangelism and discipleship.  
	 These letters will help us experience the 
Church in action from multiple angles.  Our 
hope is that this expanded presentation 
of the life of the early church will help us 
corporately and individually reach out with 
the love of Christ.
